170 Buildings Framed, Roofed

The 500-unit Federal Housing project at Redbank Village Westbrook Street, South Portland, will be completed about Nov. 25, officials of the Caspar Ranger Company of Holyoke, Mass., the contractor, hope, they said Wednesday.

Work, they said, is on the 120-day schedule announced when the project got under way late in July. In spite of a two-week delay in lumber delivery at one stage and a delay at present in the delivery of bathtubs and plumbing supplies and fixtures.

The contractor's manager, Archie C. Tye, revealed Wednesday that 340 units in 170 buildings have been framed and roofed 106 buildings are ready for plastering, 84 have been painted and 88 have received rough plumbing. Foundations of all the houses are complete.

Tye said about 750 men now are employed on the project and they will build the roads and streets this Fall but will not be able to complete the grading work until next Spring.

Installation of the water was started last week, he said, and will be in several of the houses by the end of the week.
