FHA To Supervise Construction

Immediate construction of a new six-room schoolhouse at Redbank Village at an estimated cost of $63,000 was an​nounced Wednesday night at a meeting of the South Portland School Board by Superintendent George E. Beal.

Beal said that an appropriation for the purpose had been ap​proved by the federal govern​ment under the Lanham Act. Application for the grant has been pending for several months.

Plans for the new schoolhouse are being drawn by John Howard Stevens, Portland architect, who was In Boston Wednesday conferring with officials of the Federal Housing Administration, un​der whose supervision the build​ing will be constructed.

Beal said he understood ground would be broken soon by the FHA.
